ACCESS TO CUSTOMERS PREMISES AND INSPECTION:

1.1 The DISTRICT shall have free and unfettered access to that portion of the customer’s premises necessary for reading meters, for testing, repairing, removing, or replacing equipment owned by the DISTRICT, and for any other reasonable and necessary function of the DISTRICT.  Said access shall be unobstructed at all times.  The customer shall be responsible for removing any obstruction that prevents the DISTRICT access to its meter and equipment including shrubbery, fences, structures, and pets.  If an obstruction is not removed within 30 days from date of notification by certified mail, the meter will be removed, and the applicable reconnection fee will be charged for reconnection.  In the event an obstruction prevents a reading of the customer’s meter, the customer shall be responsible for additional fees and subject to an estimation of the customer’s water bill in accordance with Board policies and/or directives.

1.2 In fulfilling its duty to protect the public water supply, the DISTRICT shall have the right, but shall not be obligated, to inspect any customer’s installation or plumbing system before water service is furnished or at any later time.
